BY AIR: Fly into Gerald R. Ford International Air-

port.  There is no shuttle so take a cab or rent a car.  

The cab fare is about $35 to downtown. 
 

IF YOU DRIVE:  From the airport take 96 West to-

wards Muskegon, but then when 96 goes right, stay 

left on 196 towards Holland and downtown Grand 

Rapids.  Exit and continue on Ottawa Street past Lyon 

Street to Pearl Street.  Turn Right on Pearl, cross Mon-

roe and you are at the Hotel main entrance for check 

in. It is about 13 miles from the airport to the hotel. We 

recommend parking in the ramp on the other side of 

the hotel which costs less than the hotel garage 
 

FROM OUTSIDE THE AREA:  From the East you 

will come in to the area on 96, from the North it will 

be 131, and from the Holland area/Southwest, 196. 

 

 
 

     Locally, Meijer Gardens is well worth seeing or 

you might enjoy riding around the Heritage Hill area 

of lovely old homes.  Going out a little further you 

find the towns of Lowell (antiques and the river boat 

show) or Rockford (quaint shops). Actually, if you are 

into antiquing, there are some warehouse type antique 

malls across the river and south a little right in Grand 

Rapids. And, of course, there is Lake Michigan -- 

Grand Haven State Park right alongside the city or 

Hoffmaster State Park in Muskegon which is just you 

and the dunes.
